 The Johnson County School District No. 0050 Board of Education met in regular 
session at 7:30 p.m. on Wednesday, October 14, 2015, in the high school SPED room in 
Tecumseh.  A current copy of the agenda was available for inspection in the office of the 
Superintendent prior to the meeting. President Greg Hunzeker opened the meeting by 
announcing that the Open Meetings Act rules were posted. 
 

A motion was made by Wellensiek and seconded by Goracke to approve the 
minutes from the September 9, 2015 regular meeting and September 9, 2015 Budget 
Hearing and Levy Hearing as presented.  Roll call vote:  Borcher-yes, Gerdes-absent, 
Goracke-yes, Gottula-yes, Hunzeker-yes, Wellensiek-yes.  Carried 5-0. 

 
Robyn Faris, the district’s School Improvement Chair, presented on the work to 

be done this school year in preparation for the AdvancEd external visitation in April.
